November to 2" December, 2010. UK/Turkey bilateral trade exceeded $9billion in 2009, and the UK
Prime Minister has declared this can be doubled over the next 5 years.

Turkey, currently the world's 16" largest economy, is predicted to be one of the 10 largest economies in
the world by 2050. It is also an important springboard to Central Asian, Middle Eastern and North African
markets. The OECD expects Turkey to grow by 6.8% in 2010, the fastest rate amongst its members.
There are approximately 1600 UK companies currently doing business in Turkey. The Turkish retail sector
is the 7" largest in Europe and the 10th largest in the world. Turkey is number three in Europe for cell
phone usage and has 35 million internet users (representing 50% of the population). UK exports to Turkey
totalled £2.3 billion in 2009, and increased by 26% from January to May 2010.

Priority sectors include ICT, Construction, Financial and Legal services, Environment and water,
Automotive Components, Education and Retail.The MEA trade mission will enable participating
companies to learn more about these and other opportunities, and how to tackle the Turkish market.

Ms. Sarah Mooney, the Deputy Consul General in Istanbul, will also speak about general business
opportunities in Turkey. The briefing will include expert presentations on political and economic risk, an
overview of the economy and business environment and case studies of successful exporters.
